SUBJECT: Whitcomb Street (Leicester Square) Car Park and Chiltern Street Car Park 

Notice is hereby given that Councillor Melvyn Caplan, Cabinet Member for Finance & Resources and Councillor Danny Chalkley, Cabinet Member for City Management, have made the following joint executive decision on the above mentioned subject for the reason set out below.

Summary of Decision

1.   That the report be treated as confidential by virtue of paragraph 3 of Part 1 of Schedule 12 of the Local Government Act 1972 in that it relates to information relating to the financial or business affairs of any particular person (including the authority holding that information).

By the Cabinet Member for City Management

2. That Whitcomb Street (Leicester Square) Car Park and Chiltern Street Car Park be declared surplus to operational requirements.

By the Cabinet Member for Finance and Resources

3. 
That the proposed grant of leases to Overix 2 for Whitcomb Street Car Park and Overix 3 for Chiltern Street Car Park be noted.

4. That authority to be delegated to the Head of Legal Services to enter into and agree the detailed terms of any legal agreements which he considers necessary or advisable to protect the Council’s interests, including the leases of the car parks and arrangements for re-accommodating resident season ticket holders.

Reason for Decision

By entering into the above leases, the Council will generate significantly more net income whilst not impacting on general parking provision.  Residents benefiting from the resident season ticket rate will be offered alternative parking if the final terms cannot be agreed to extend their discount rates after 3 months.
