SUBJECT: OPERATIONAL CAR PARKING LEASING PROPOSAL
Notice is hereby given that Councillor Melvyn Caplan, Cabinet Member for Finance and Resources, Councillor Lee Rowley, Cabinet Member for Parking and Transportation has made the following executive decision on the above mentioned subject for the reason set out below.

Summary of Decision
1.
That the report be exempt from disclosure by virtue of paragraph 9 of Part 1 of 
Schedule 12A of the Local Government Act 1972 as amended in that it 
concerns information relating to the financial or business affairs of the 
authority.

2.
That approval be given to market the remaining 12 operational car parks plus 
Broadley and Church Street car parks as outlined in the report.

3.
That the estimated costs of £449,500 are approved.

REASONS FOR DECISION
The granting of leases for the car parks is likely to generate additional income for the Council, reduce financial risks, transfer requirement for capital spend to third party and allow Council costs to be reduced.  The exact quantum is unknown at this stage and will not be known until the completion of the marketing exercise.
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
