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Electing a Chairman and Vice Chairman
There is a requirement in the Partners in Parking Partnering Agreement that a Chairman and a Vice Chairman be elected on an annual basis (Schedule 2, Clause 2.1.2)
The Partnering Agreement does not stipulate how this should be conducted.  For the purpose of electing a Chairman and Vice Chairman, board members will be asked to agree the proposal to follow the process as described below for the 2010/2011 election.  
· The PiP Programme Manager shall chair the meeting pending the election of a Chairman and shall request nominations for candidates for the position of Chairman of the Partnership Board.
· If only one candidate is nominated he/she will immediately be elected the Chairman of the Partnership Board.
· If more than one candidate is nominated, the PiP Programme Manager shall hold a paper ballot among the Partner Authority representatives present at the meeting.

· If the appointed representative of a Partner Authority is unable to attend the meeting, they may appoint a substitute elected member (or in the case of Tfl substitute senior officer) if they so wish, provided they give written notice of such substitution to the PiP Programme Manager and that the substitute has the same rights, powers and authority as the nominated elected Member or officer.

· The PiP Programme Manager shall count the votes cast and announce the number of votes cast for each candidate, and the candidate who receives the largest number of votes shall immediately be elected the Chairman of the Partnership Board.
· If two or more candidates receive the same number of votes, the PiP Programme Manager shall repeat the process until there is one candidate with the largest number of votes.

· The PiP Programme Manager shall then request nominations for candidates for the position of Vice Chairman of the Partnership Board and shall follow the same ballot process as set out for electing a Chairman.
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
